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Abstract

Purpose The purpose of this study is to derive an improvement plan for Tackwondo policies and systems
by applying the Delphi method. This study also provides academic basic data related to Taekwondo policies
and systems,

Method A Delphi survey was conducted in three stages for a panel of experts (10 people). First, various
opinions were collected on ways to improve Taekwondo policies and systems using an open questionnaire,
Second, the importance of the improvement measures suggested in the first stage was measured. Third, the

same process as in step 2 was repeated, and the opinion gathering process of the expert panel was conducted,

Results First, measures related to strengthening the work efficiency of Taekwondo administrative agencies
were derived, Second, a plan for expanding Taekwondo convergence research and development was derived,
Third, a plan for establishing a system for cultivating Taekwondo talents, was derived, Fourth, a plan for

activating adult Taekwondo was derived.

Conclusion This study can contribute to reducing the cost of social and administrative benefits required to

establish Taekwondo policies and systems.
