Abstract

Purpose The purpose of this study was to explore the effects of global citizenship built through overseas

Taekwondo teaching experience on cultural openness and multicultural competency.

Method To accomplish this purpose, the study collected data from 304 instructors who have experienced
Taekwondo teaching overseas within the last five years. Descriptive analysis, exploratory factor analysis,

reliability, multiple regression analysis, and path analysis were used to analyze data,

Results 1) global citizenship through overseas Tackwondo teaching experience influenced cultural openness,
2) global citizenship through overseas Tackwondo teaching experience affected multicultural competency, 3)
cultural openness affected multicultural competency, 4) there is a causal relationship between global citizenship,

cultural openness, and multicultural competency through Taekwondo overseas teaching experience,

Conclusion It was confirmed that global citizenship, cultural openness, and multicultural competency are
important measures of successful overseas Taekwondo teaching activities. Therefore, a study on the
development of programs to train overseas Taekwondo instructors and verification of effectiveness should be

conducted to take this into account,
